Commencement Exercises
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In 1783, the City of Charleston adopted its official seal. 
It features a seated woman holding a scepter pointing 
toward the mouth of the harbor. The city skyline and 

a sailing vessel making for port are in the background; 
the motto Ædes Mores Juraque Curat surrounds the image. 
Traditionally, the woman portrayed in the seal is described  
as a personification of Charleston itself, and evokes an 
image of a city that derives its livelihood from the sea and is 
prepared to defend itself.

The College of Charleston seal is an adaptation of the city seal and was approved by the 
Board of Trustees in 1843. The phrase Sapientia Ipsa Libertas and the image of a young man 
holding a diploma were added to the College seal; the original, 19th-century Main Building 
(today’s Randolph Hall) is in the background. The seated woman is presenting a laurel 
wreath to the young man (the City of Charleston incorporated the laurel wreath into its  
seal early in the 20th century).

Thomas R. Martin joined the College of Charleston 
faculty in 2007 after a 30 career as a communication 
executive with FedEx and ITT Corporation. In 2016, 
he and his wife, Wanda, launched the Martin Scholars 
program. The program serves to develop a select group 
of seniors who are either majoring or minoring in 
Communication through a combination of exposure to 
effective communication leaders who serve as mentors and 
teachers, networking opportunities with communication 
alumni and Advisory Council members and experiential 
learning. In 2023, they founded the Martin Center for 
Mentorship in communication to develop and inspire 
leaders and mentors amongst communication students, 
including Martin Scholars. 

Martin is a former strategic advisor to PublicRelay and 
senior counselor with PulsePoint Group. He also served 

 
as a Partner with Social Venture Partners in Charleston, 
a philanthropic partnership investing in non-profits. He 
is a past trustee of the Page Society, former trustee of the 
PRSA Foundation and was a member of the Board of 
Governors of the Josephson Institute of Ethics. 

He earned his bachelor’s degree from Vanderbilt 
University and was inducted into the PR News Hall of 
Fame in 2006.

2023, Martin received the Order of the Silver Crescent 
from the governor of South Carolina in recognition of his 
many years of service to the College of Charleston. The 
Martins reside in Mount Pleasant and have two sons, a 
grandson and a granddaughter.

Wanda C. Martin is a literacy tutor with Reading Partners 
at James Simons Montessori School. She and Tom are 
members of Social Venture Partners Charleston, a local 
philanthropic partnership affiliated with the Coastal 
Community Foundation. Following her early retirement 
and her family’s move to Connecticut in 1996, she devoted 
herself to raising their two sons and serving in a number 
of volunteer roles. After moving to Mount Pleasant in 
2007, inspired by Charleston’s art community and the 
Lowcountry scenery, Wanda continued to follow her 
creative passion and has resumed her studies in landscape 
painting. Wanda now devotes much of her time to her 
two grandchildren who reside in Connecticut. She is also 
beloved among the more than 70 Martin Scholars alumni 
as she served as a guiding light to many during their time 
at the College.
